Convenor’s Annual Report for SCCC AGM Wednesday, 9th June 2010

This has been a very busy start to the new South Cowal Community Council. The Elections were held on 10th December and the inaugural meeting took place on 15th December with 11 Members having been elected out of a possible quota of 16. The office bearers were elected at this meeting with Tony Miles as Convenor, Eleanor Stevenson as Vice Convenor, Jennifer Bryson as Secretary, Richard McGilvray as Treasurer and Liz Carey as Planning Liaison Officer.

The first Working Meeting on 13th January was a “Baptism of Fire”. The meeting adopted the Constitution and Standing Orders. Heard a Petition from 20+ Community members relating to the sale of Castle Toward and as a result agreed to hold a Public Meeting on 30th January.

It was agreed to include a Points of View item which would be a permanent Agenda Item.

Another petition from 40 signatories against the Maersk Raft was held over to the next meeting, as it would have overwhelmed the resources of the Community Council.

The meeting heard that Matheson Lane was to be adopted

At the Public Meeting of 30th January there was a packed Hall. The Council fielded a team and the Acting Chair of Actual Reality also attended with MSP Jim Mather and MP Alan Reid also in attendance.

The meeting heard that the Castle was shut for operations owing to Health & Safety issues, and that these are being addressed by the operators at their expense. The Estate is definitely to be sold.

The meeting resolved that every effort should be given to keeping it as a Community asset.

At the February Meeting of the Community Council the members heard  about a possible Castle Toward Company  formation procedure.

The 40 signatories to Maersk meeting were noted and it was agreed to  a Public Meeting being convened.

The March Meeting of SCCC set the date for the Maersk Public Meeting to be held on 19th March. 

The Formation of Community Company was further discussed, and the Star Garage clean-up and damage to Pier Walling reported on.

The Maersk Meeting of 19th March was attended by about 40 people and there was no show by Maersk. The Council again fielded a team and gave a very detailed account of the situation and it was noted that they had found it difficult to communicate with Clydeport on this issue.

The derogatory tone of communications from Clydeport was reported by Alan Reid MP who was in attendance. Jim Mather, MSP had been asked but had declined.

The meeting asked why a pretty loch is designated a port and it was resolved to write to Jim Mather to ask if the jurisdiction over the loch could be altered. The MP also agreed to add weight to this. There were concerns over a Major Emergency in the loch and the Council agreed to look at this.

Local organisations were reportedly going to benefit from the proceeds of the BBC film facilities fee, but SCCC had not been approached to nominate beneficiaries.

A group of SCCC members visited Castle Toward for a Fact Finding meeting on 23rd March.

Those attending saw the extent of the works to remedy the H&S issues, which cost 184k. An additional £2m needed. Having no lease means that the operators cannot access funds, and a way forward began to emerge with the Community in partnership with Actual Reality. The need for a Community Company to purchase the estate became apparent.

SCCC’s April Meeting discussed the sale of Police Houses and the SCCC working jointly with the police on assessing opinions.

The logic of the nomination of beneficiaries to Maersk funds was queried. The clean-up of Ardyne Point was discussed and it was agreed that SCCC is to help Council push for this.

There were concerns on the Shore Road street lighting.

The May meeting of the SCCC heard of hopes for a mobile Police Office. 

It was reported that one Maersk ship is to be leaving the raft. 


Jim Mather has written to say that legislation could be changed re Striven being part of Clydeport.

The Convenor noted that SCCC was pleased that the community had benefitted from the awards but was still concerned about the flawed nominations process.

The meeting agreed to another
Castle Toward Public Meeting to discuss the formation of a Community Co. and possible purchase of the site.
